 It's Time to have the difficult discussions about fossil fuels — how doe we solve t
geopolitics of the last barrel of oil, & how do we get fossil fuel companies to ac
shift their business models?

He added, warning that this also poses a major threat to global
action to curb climate change & avoid its worst impacts. This could begin an era of a “two-
speed global transition”.
